Highlights from the January M eeting:

Jerry read the proposed change to the by-1aws, primarily to increase the dues to $20
monthly or a single payment of $200 for lifetime.

Steve Wendt, KBORDS, asked about the bustrip to Dayton. It ison the books again.
Tom Chance said we may have the Terre Haute club sharing our bus.

Jay aso announced the Hendricks County Skywarn class on March 5. Dave Spoelstra,
NOKT, introduced himself asthe ARRL liaison to state government, and said there are
several things on the books about “hand-held devices’, so we need to keep aware of what
going on, and possibly will need to contact our lawmakers.

Dave, K9RTT, gave an introduction of Dave Spoelstra and histalk about designing QSL
cards. Personal cards can show something about you, rather than stock ones. Resolution
of the image used isamajor consideration. There are two types of graphicsfiles. Lossy,
and lossless. A lossy type is JPG, Losslesstypes are PNG, and TGA, among others.
Proportion of image isalso very important, so as not to distort the image. For
commercialy produced cards, you need to leave a 1/4” border all the way around the
card, so when the card iscut, there isno information lost. Dave stressed that date and
time used always be in UTC standard times. Dave then assembled a new card for us,
using Paint.Net free software.

NEW AMATEUR RADIO BILL INTRODUCED IN CONGRESS

The Amateur Radio Emergency Communications Enhancement Act, which died at the
end of the 111th Congress, has been reintroduced in the 112th Congressas HR 81. The
sponsor is Representative Sheila Jackson Lee (D-TX-18). The new bill -- which was
introduced on January 5 -- has been referred to the House Committee on Energy and
Commerce.

Rep Jackson Lee first introduced the bill -- HR 2160 -- in the 111" Congress in April
2009. It gained an additional 41 co-sponsors but did not progress out of the committee of
jurisdiction. A similar bill introduced in the Senate-- S 1755 -- made it al the way
through that body in December 2009, but likewise was not taken up by the House.

The objective of the bill -- which is supported by the ARRL —isfor the Secretary of
Homeland Security to study the uses and capabilities of Amateur Radio communications
in emergencies and disaster relief and to identify and make recommendations regarding
impediments to Amateur Radio communications, such as the effects of private land use
regulations on residential antennainstallations.
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"We are hopeful that this early start will lead to success in the new Congress,"
commented ARRL Chief Executive Officer David Sumner, K1ZZ.

Rather than re-inventing the wheel, EC's need more opportunities to
shareideas. I'd run the net more like a corporate staff meeting. Each member is expected
to discuss recent issues, actions, and plans forward. | think it's also useful for the general
ARES team member to hear and participate in these discussions. Maybe they would
appreciate better the problemstheir county EC deals with routinely. The biggest hurdle
would be getting the EC'yDEC's to talk openly. Maybe it's just wishful thinking that the
SEC could hold a productive open discussion with the DEC'sand EC's at leas once a
month.

UPDATES ON UPCOMING INQP

From Md, KJOC:

We approved the rule changes for 2011 Indiana QSO Party.... there arethree of some
impact:

1. County abbreviations will agree with the MARAC abbreviations, so |F you are in the
MARAC County Hunter contest the same day as INQP, the info logged will be the same.
If you are in MARAC contest, be sureto log "IN" before the 4 |etter county abbreviation
that you receive. For you Hoosers, it helpsto send "IN" before the county info. | have
been doing that for years now in CW, and most folks assume it means"in" asin "from"....
but it agrees with MARAC format and it'swon't kill your rate.

2. We did away with bonus points for specia event stations... they did not change final
scores that much (except at the bottom of the standings) and it was tough to score them
.... However, special event stations (like the Bison Stampede station and anniversary
stations) are encouraged to offer special certificates for contacts (as they have done inthe
past). Thisleadsusto the third change....

3. We added a competition class for multi-multi stations.... a multi -multi is more than one
transmitter on the air at one time, from one location. So you could do aField Day style
operation with your club and cover 5 or 6 bands for the full 12 hours. This ought to
increase Indianas visibility and give big signal clubs (like Ft Wayne was in 2010) a shot
at aplague.

There will still be a plague for TOP INDIANA CLUB AGGREGATE score, meaning
that all the club's members can contribute their scores to the club's total (HDXCC and
SMC are not eligible). Be sure to note your club in your score summary.
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If we can get a sponsor, we might also award a plague for TOP SCHOOL STATION
(high school, junior high, or college) to encourage competition between certain big
college stations (in Lafayette and Indy and Bloomington) that haven't shown up recently.

These changes may not be super popular with everybody, but they reflect comments from
the reflector as well as the opinions of the sponsoring club. Ruleswill be posted on the
INQP web site as soon as N9LF can find WOTN.

Start talking up INQP 2011.... maybe even stir some interest in your local club meeting.
Looking forward to an even bigger INQP in 2011 (and 2010 was much bigger than past
INQPs).

NEW PRICING ON ARRL OUTGOING QSL BUREAU

Effective January 17, 2011, anew pricing structure went into effect for the ARRL
Outgoing QSL Service. With the new rate structure, amateurs will no longer need to
count outgoing cards and then guess as to what to pay based upon a half-pound rate; a
simpleweighing of the cardsisall that is necessary to determine what amount to send to
the Bureau. This new structure also accommodates a small rate increase in response to
recent postage, shipping and handling costs.

The last rae revision for the Outgoing QSL Service was in January 2007. Even though
international shipping costs have remained flat over the las 4 years, domestic shipping
costs have risen more than 16 percent since 2007, while material and handling costs

continueto climb 1 to 2 percent each year.

The new rate will be:

*$2 for 10 or fewer cards in one envelope.

*$3 for 11-20 cards in one envelope, or

*75 cents per ounce, for packages with 21 or more cards. For example, a package
containing 1.5 pounds -- 24 ounces, or about 225 cards-- of cards will cost $18.

ARRL FILES PETITION FOR PARTIAL RECONSIDERATION WITH
FCC REGARDING VANITY, CLUB CALL SIGNS



In October 2010, the FCC released a Report and Order (R& O), detailing rules changes to
the vanity call sign system and call signs for Amateur Radio clubs. These new rules are
scheduled to go into effect on February 14. The ARRL found that most changes made by
the R& O are "reasonable codifications and clarifications of existing policies." But severad
amended Sections of Part 97 —including sections 97.5 and 97.19 -- are unclear. As such,
the ARRL filed a Petition for Partial Reconsideration, urging the FCC to reconsider and
modify these portions "in order to reflect the intent of the Report and Order."
